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3 Reasons Jesus was born...

1. God Came Near to BE WITH You

John 1:14
14 The Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us. We have seen his
glory, the glory of the one and only Son, who came from the Father, full of grace
and truth.

2. God Came Near to SAVE You
Matthew 1:21

21 She will give birth to a son, and you are to give him the name Jesus, because
he will save his people from their sins.”

3. God Came Near to STAY WITH You (Matthew 28:20)

Matthew 28:20b
20b And surely | am with you always, to the very end of the age.”

Read John 1:1-14

Read Matthew 28:19-20

Jesus gives His followers a command and a promise in this passage. Why do you

think Jesus connects His command (Go and make disciples) with His presence (I
am with you always)?

What might it look like to walk with Jesus more intentinoannlly in your daily
rhythms of life? (work, family, relationships, rest)
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
