IT IS AN OUTWARD DEMONSTRATION OF YOUR INWARD FAITH

have.” So he ordered that they be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ. Then they asked Peter to stay with them for a
few days. - Acts 10:47-48

And he gave orders to stop the chariot. Then both Philip and the eunuch went down into the water and Philip baptized
him.- Acts 8:34-38
