The One Anothers assume COMMUNITY

1. The CALLING to Community (Ephesians 1:19-23)
v.22-23: And God placed all things under his feet and appointed him to be head over everything for the church, which is his body, the fullness of him who fills everything in every way.




2. The NECESSITY of Community (1 Corinthians 12:12-22)
v.18-20: But in fact God has placed the parts in the body, every one of them, just as he wanted them to be. If they were all one part, where would the body be? As it is, there are many parts, but one body.




3. The PICTURE of Community (Acts 2:42-47)
v.46-47: Every day they continued to meet together in the temple courts. They broke bread in their homes and ate together with glad and sincere hearts, praising God and enjoying the favor of all the people. And the Lord added to their number daily those who were being saved.
